Climate, viticulture, winemaking

The vineyards are spread over Solutré, Chaintré, Prissé and La Roche Vineuse, with a few vines planted in Saint-Véran.
With a focus on environmentally-friendly viticulture, Alain and Sylvaine highly respect their individual terroirs and make
their wines as naturally as possible. The Maconnais region takes its name from the town of Macon and is Burgundy’s
most southerly viticultural area. The topography sees gentle rolling limestone hills with a top layer of clay. Macon

gained AOC status in 1937.

The grapes are gently pressed in a pneumatic press before undergoing a long fermentation using natural yeasts. The

wine is fermented on its lees.
